The Nativity of St. John the Baptist

One of the earliest feasts to be
celebrated on a particular day, June 24
was chosen to remind us that John was
six months older then Jesus
(Lukel:26). Luke relates the various
events surrounding his birth (Luke 1:5-
80). Zechariah, when confronted by an angel in the
Temple, asked for a sign and was struck dumb.
Elizabeth’s pregnancy was a sign for Mary who sang
of God'’s goodness (“the Magnificat”). But once
Zechariah indicated that the child’s name was to be
John (as the angel had required), his speech was
restored. His joyous response is the great hymn of
love and thanksgiving still recited in the liturgy of the
hours (the “Benedictus, “ Blessed be the Lord, the
God of Israel...”). Like John, may we learn that “He
[Jesus] must increase, | must decrease.”
