Wednesday, July 1 - Blessed Junipero Serra,
priest (1713-1784)

Born in Majorca, Spain, Miguel Jose

Serra entered the Franciscans (1730),

taking the name Junipero (after the

friend of St. Francis). After ordination

(1737), he taught at the University of

Lullian, but desired to be a missionary.

He sailed to America (1749), and worked tirelessly in
central Mexico. He went to Baja California (1768) and
established the Church on the west coast by founding 9

missions, including San Diego (1769), San Francisco
(1776) and Santa Clara (1777). He died and is buried at
Mission San Carlos Borromeo in Carmel, famed for his
great activity and love for the native people. Beatified in
1988, his statue in the U.S. Capital rotunda represents
California. May we imitate him, whom John Paul Il
called “an exemplary model of the selfless evangelizer.”
