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The prophet is told to steer clear of Israel with his 
unwelcome prophecies. 
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Justice prepares the way of the Lord, and the land 
prospers. 
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All things will be summed up in Christ, in heaven and 
on Earth. 
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The Twelve are sent out in pairs to preach, dispel 
demons, and heal the sick. 
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�� on of man, I am sending you to the Israelites.  
While the gospels use “son of man” to refer to 

the Second Coming, the Passion and Resurrection of 
Christ, or to Jesus himself, the term in Ezekiel 
describes the prophet’s human limitations, especially 
in comparison with God’s power.  Despite Ezekiel’s 
weakness, however, God chooses him to show the 
exiled Israelites “that a prophet has been among 
them.” 
 

 Similarly, Saint Paul talks about his limitations 
and hardships, but, like Ezekiel, finds God’s presence 
in the midst of weakness.  Even the gospel takes up 
this theme:  The Nazarenes fail to see God in the 
human Jesus they think they know so well.  God can 
work through human weakness, loving, forgiving, and 

perfecting it.  
Perhaps it is even 
when people are at 
their weakest, 
empty of strength, 
that they see most 
the transforming 
power of God.

FROM THE PASTOR 

Monday, July 6 
St. Maria Goretti, virgin & martyr 
 

 Born near Anacona, Italy, to 
poor farmworkers, her father died 
while she was a child.  When Maria 
was 12, an 18-year-old neighbor, 
Alessandro, made advances 
towards her which she rebuffed.  On 
July 5, 1902, he arranged that they 
should be alone in the house and he 
assaulted her, threatening death if she did not 
yield.  She chose death and in his rage Alessandro 
stabbed her several times.  She died the following 
day, having forgiven him.  Alessandro was 
sentenced to 30 years in prison, but by 1910 he 
was released to work for the rest of his life in a 
monastery garden.  Both he and Maria’s family saw 
her canonized (1950) for her defense of Christian 
virtue.  As Pope Pius XII said at her canonization, 
“Not all of us are expected to die a martyr’s death, 
but we are all called to the pursuit of Christian 
virtue.
