Tuesday, August 11 - St. Clare,
virgin (1193-1253)
Born in Assisi, at age 18

Clare heard Francis of Assisi preach

and began a life of gospel poverty.

On Passion Sunday 1212, she

secretly left her home and went to
Francis’ community where she received the habit
from him and went to live in a nearby Benedictine
convent. Soon Clare was joined by others (including
her mother and two sisters) and the community
moved to San Damiano, near Assisi. Clare was
made abbess of the Poor Clares (1215) who, like the
Franciscans, practiced radical poverty, did without
shoes, slept on the ground, and never ate meat.
Greatly revered and respected as a “new leader of
women” and credited with many miracles, she was
canonized just two years after her death. Like her,
may we learn to “Go forth without fear, for God who
created you has made you holy, has always protected
you, and loves you as a mother.”
