for was given to someone else.  He was angry, 
disappointed, and deeply hurt by people he trusted 
and thought he knew.  He had had it out with God 
before, but this was the last straw.  He experienced 
an overwhelming sense that God didn’t care—that life 
was arbitrary and capricious and prayers didn’t 
matter.  He was determined to accept the idea that no 
one was at the helm of this crazy universe. 
 But try as he might to imagine a world without 
God—a life without God—he couldn’t. Disgusted and 
heartbroken as he was, he knew he couldn’t dispense 
with God.  There was nowhere else to go.  He 
reluctantly accepted his fate:  that God was with him, 
whether or not he liked it or understood it. 
 From that day on, he was showered with 
blessings.  To the outside observer, his life didn’t 
seem to change very drastically—he still didn’t have 
the woman or the job he wanted, but for him there 
was the new found knowledge that nothing could 
separate him from his trust in God. 
 The moral of this story is found in Psalm 34:  
The Lord is close to the brokenhearted, and those 
who are crushed in spirit God saves. 
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Moses presents the law to the people as a sign of 
God’s devotion. 
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The just one will live in God’s presence. 
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Act on the word you hear in all humility. 
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The Pharisees focus on the outside, but Jesus 
directs them to what lies within.

St. Monica (332-387) 
 

 All we know about Monica comes from the 
Confessions of her son St. Augustine.  Born a 
Christian in North Africa, she married a non-
Christian named Particius, and bore three children.  
Through her example, Patricius converted to 
Christianity (370).   When he died a year later, she 
devoted herself to prayer and fasting for the 
conversion of her son Augustine (see August 28), 
who had abandoned his Christian faith for 
Manichaeism.  When her son went to Italy, she did 
not accompany him but met him later in Milan, 
where he had met Bishop 
Ambrose and was baptized (387).  
She died during their return trip to 
Africa.  She had said that there 
was nothing left for her to do, all 
her hopes having been fulfilled.  
She is a patroness of mothers.  
May we imitate her example and 
never give up encouraging our 
children’s spiritual journeys.
